All participants accept these rules as bindingdmgystering for the Championships. No departurmftioese
rules is permitted.

1.2 The competition will be conducted in accordancthwhe FAI Sporting Code and Competition ruleshwit
changes as approved by the Competitions Commitideratified by the Council of the BPA. Where an
unforeseen change is felt necessary to ensurartbetls running of the competition a meeting will hedd
between Chief Judge, Meet Director and competitors.

1.3 There is no maximum number of scored jumps per ddys includes re-jumps & Tie Breaks.

THE EVENTS

2.1 The events are as follows:-

2.1.1 Senior 8-Way Sequential - 8 s

2.1.2 Intermediate 8-Way Sequential - 8 Rounds

2.1.4 AA 4-Way Sequential - 8 Rounds

2.1.5 A 4-Way Sequential - 8 Rounds

2.1.6 Rookie 4-Way Sequential - 8its

2.2 Objective of Sequential Events
2.2.1 The objective is for a team to complete asynsaoring formations as possible within the wogkin

time, while correctly following the sequence foe tftound.

2.3 Performance Requirement of Sequential Events

2.3.1 Each round consists of a sequence of formatiescribed in the dive pools. Teams may continue
scoring by continually repeating the sequence.

2.3.2 ltis the responsibility of the team to clgaaresent the correct scoring formations inters &tal
separations to the videographer and judges.

2.3.3  Scoring formations need not be perfectly sgtical, but they must be performed in a controlled
manner. Mirror images of random formations and le/tibock sequences are permitted.

2.3.4  Insequences, total separation is requireddss block sequences, between random formatiads, a
between block sequences and random formations.

2.3.5 Where degrees of turn are shown, {1800, 360, 540), this indicates the approximate degrees of
turn required to complete the inter as intended.

The sub-group(s) must continue turning in the dio&cof the arrow until it is possible for the sub-
group(s) to link together to complete the next giegied scoring formation. The degrees shown are
approximately that amount of the circumferencénefdub-group’s centrepoint to be presented to the
other sub-group(s) centrepoint(s).
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2.3.6  Contact or grips are allowed between subggaluring the inter of a block sequence.

2.3.7  Where sub-groups are shown, they must reimaict as a sub-group with only the depicted goips

2.3.8  Assisting handholds on other jumpers or thgiipment within a subgroup are not permitted.

2.3.9 Handholds by the jumper on their own badgguipment within a subgroup or scoring formatios
permitted.

5.5.10 If the Video Review Panel determines that fieefall video equipment has been deliberately
tampered with, the team will receive no points & competition rounds involved with this
tampering.
