No departurmftioese
rules is permitted.

1.2 The competition will be conducted in accordancthwhe FAI Sporting Code and Competition ruleshwit
changes as approved by the Competitions Committderatified by the Council of the BPA. Where an
unforeseen change is felt necessary to ensurertbetk running of the competition a meeting will Hoeld
between Chief Judge, Meet Director and competitors.

1.3 There is no maximum number of scored jumps per ddys includes re-jumps & Tie Breaks.
